	Chairman’s Report

Councillor Darke reported the following areas to the committee:-
Rectors Way Rhyne

· It was confirmed that Mr Tucker had been approached in regard to cleaning the rhyne and that he had meet Councillor Darke on site to inspect it for himself.  
· Wyvern School have cleared the blockage near the school and have had the drain roded to approximately 30 metres. 

· John Inman from North Somerset Council had also been to site to confirm where the drains came out at Sandringham Court and at the playing field. 

· The best time to clear the rhyne is during the school summer holidays due to the Health and Safety implications being reduced. 

· The Chairman also informed the committee that this would be the final time the Town Council would have any involvement in future maintenance work to the rhyne.

Rectors Way 

It was reported that the Horticultural Society were waiting for confirmation from the Town Council in regard to the payment of rent and how this was to be dealt with.

RESOLVED: The administration assistant writes to the Horticultural Society to confirm details of how the rent should be paid.

 Redpits

It was reported that a tenant had requested permission to put a ‘Wendy house’ on their allotment site.

A new 5ph sign was needed at the site entrance.

There are plots vacant.

RESOLVED: A new 5ph sign be given by George Raines as was indicated as having a spare one.

It was agreed that a Wendy House could not be placed on the allotment site.

Kewstoke

It was reported that plot 10 had only had 1/3rd of the plot tended and the remaining 2/3rd had not been worked for approximately 3 years, a letter had been sent by the Town Council with regard to this, but the tenant had confirmed that he still wanted the entire plot.

New fence panels were required adjacent to plot 13a.

Dog notices were required on the site due to the ongoing problem of dogs littering the site.

RESOLVED:  It was agreed that the Chairman would visit the tenant with Graham Phillips who knew the tenant personally, to explain that the site needed to be worked fully, and therefore suggest that the site be split in order to enable the current tenant to continue working a more manageable area.

Dog notices should be provided for the site from Ringway Signs.
It was agreed that the Senior Groundsman / administration assistant arrange for the new fencing to be installed to the area adjacent to plot 13a.

Hutton Moor and Locking Ground

It was reported that the Path at the site had still not been repaired as previously agreed.

The Chairman informed the committee that Ringway signs had been approached in regard to providing scalpings to repair the path at the site and that the works would be completed before the next allotment sub-committee meeting. 

Rhyne at Rectors Way
RESOLVED: It was agreed that the Allotment Club committee be approached to pay 1/3rd of the cost to clear the Rhyne, and that arrangements were made with Mr Tucker to clear the Rhyne in the school summer holidays 2008.
