	Ashcombe Play Area Lower 

An agenda report was distributed with the agenda. 
Consultation had taken place and design number 3 (SMP) had received the most votes totalling 160. Design no 6 (Record RSS) had received the second highest number of votes totalling to 152. 
The Leisure and Community Officer explained that SMP had not included junior swings within their scheme; to include this would cost an extra £3005.89 which was in the budget.  
Councillor Ley-Morgan believed that the consultation results should be used as guidance only. 
The matter was discussed at some length. 
Councillor Horler suggested that in future children should be asked what equipment they would like prior to going out to tender. He also requested, as Councillor Mrs Priestman did that the Committee should take into account ongoing maintenance costs to play areas. It was suggested that maintenance costs should be incorporated into the criteria within tenders in future.  
RECOMMENDED: Proposed by Councillor Ley-Morgan, seconded by Councillor Mrs Parry that the Committee should proceed with design no 6 (Record RSS). It was put to the vote, 3 were in favour, 4 were against. The vote was not carried. 
RESOLVED: Proposed by Councillor Mrs Willis, seconded by Councillor Mrs Priestman that the Committee should proceed with design number 3 (SMP) totalling up to £45,000 + junior swings. It was put to the vote, 8 were in favour, 1 was against, and the vote was carried. 


	10.
	Almond Close 

Information had been distributed with the agenda. 

RESOLVED: It was agreed to defer the scheduled consultation for Almond Close until after the budget for the area had been agreed. 



	11.
	Play Area Inspection Contract 

Information had been distributed with the agenda. 
There was no current contract between Weston-super-Mare Town Council and GB Sport and Leisure for inspecting the Town Council’s play areas. It was suggested that the Town Council should go out to tender for this service if Community Services Committee members were in agreement. 
RESOLVED: Proposed by Councillor Mrs Priestman, seconded by Councillor Mrs Willis and agreed that the Town Council pursue this option requesting a proposal which detailed costs from North Somerset Council for maintenance and inspections.

	Correct Tools for Ground Staff for Play Area maintenance 

Information had previously been distributed with the agenda. 
The Town Council frequently has to pay for maintenance to be carried out to play equipment due to ground staff not having the correct tools to be able to do basis works. There was a basic tool kit costing approximately £150 that would have necessary tools to carry out basic maintenance. 
The Town Council’s current play inspection company had offered a chargeable training session at the play areas for ground staff if the Town Council wish ground staff to have the training. 
RESOLVED: Proposed by Councillor Mrs Priestman, seconded by Councillor Mrs Willis and agreed that the tools be purchased and the training to carry out basic maintenance at play areas be provided for ground staff.

13.1 Milton Road Bus Shelter 

 Three quotes had been received to replace the bus shelter on Milton road.
RESOLVED: Proposed by Councillor Mrs Priestman, seconded by Councillor Mrs Willis and agreed that the Town Council proceed with quote 3 for £3,410. 80 + VAT. 
13.2 South Road Bus Shelter – Councillor Canniford
RESOLVED: It was agreed to defer this item until the budget had been 
agreed.
