RESOLVED: That the bus shelter be replaced by erecting it in a more appropriate spot and that the funds come from the contingency budget.

Councillor Horler informed everyone that he had attended a meeting with Paul Connolly (North Somerset Council) and the Leisure and Community Officer. North Somerset Council had erected bus shelters that were both green as well as blue. 

RESOLVED: It was agreed to keep the current colour of the bus shelters in line with the Town Council’s corporate colour blue.
