Town Council approves 0% Council Tax freeze
Weston-super-Mare Town Council has approved a standstill budget at its meeting on Monday 18th January. Despite rising costs in some areas the Town Council’s share of the Council Tax (approximately £44 out of a total of £1,396 on a band D property) will not increase at all for 2010/11.
Leader of the Town Council, Councillor Andrew Horler, said “We recognise the need to keep costs for council tax payers down in hard times. With careful budgeting we have been able to avoid any increase in the Town Council’s modest share of council tax while continuing to provide and further develop valuable services and facilities for the town.”

The Town Council is the “parish” council for Weston-super-Mare. Based at Grove House in Grove Park, it was established in 2000 and is the only democratically elected body which exclusively represents the town and provides services such as play areas, bus shelters, dog bins, the Blakehay Theatre and Barcode Youth Cafe.
