Core Strategy Consultation 

The Chairman reminded the Committee of their previous response sent to North Somerset Council in December 2007 and requested additional comments from the Committee. 

Councillor Cleland rejoined the meeting at 7.45 p.m. 
The Committee noted that the timescale for delivery of the strategy had been delayed to 2012 due to the economic climate and opposition to the Regional Spatial Strategy for the South West.

The focus of the strategy relating to Weston-super-Mare was for an additional 9,000 homes and 42 hectares of employment land to be designed in order to to create an attractive and sustainable community and to regenerate the town centre.
RESOLVED: That Weston-super-Mare Town Council

1. Considered that the proposed infrastructure was insufficient for the levels of proposed housing for the town, particularly regarding hospital, G.P. schooling, community facilities and leisure provision.

2. Re-iterated that ‘Employment-Led’ for Weston-super-Mare be retained as the priority focus of the Core Strategy.

3. Continued to highlight the necessity for clear differential of green-belt land be retained between Weston-super-Mare and the future proposed South Bristol urban extension.

4. Be consulted on the present and future provision of additional allotment site land at identified and new locations within the town.
5. Be considered as a key provider, alongside North Somerset Council of parks and open spaces within the town.
