Display boards of the plans for the proposed waiting and loading restrictions in the town centre were available to view at the meeting.

The Committee noted that there were currently various types of  on-street parking restrictions in existence within the town centre and that 
North Somerset Council were proposing to maximize parking opportunities by introducing a standard restriction to all bays, and where possible to remove redundant waiting restrictions to create additional parking, additional loading restrictions to allow for the free flow of traffic.

The Committee made the following points.

Recommendations

Restrictions should reflect the requirement for short-stay car parking which most road users required.

Additional parking was welcomed.

Concerns

Enforcement be carried out where restrictions apply.

Impacts on fringe areas adjacent to the town centre.

Whether a “Residential Parking Scheme” could be considered by the Council.

RESOLVED:  That the Town Council welcomed the review, and would inform North Somerset Council of its recommendations and concerns.
