ii)                    The introduction of the double decker bus does not reflect a demand.  The double decker will be intrusive to homes on the route enable passengers to view into bedrooms.

iii)                 The double decker bus could cause damage to trees along the route.

iv)                 The road structure is not conducive for heavy vehicles and junctions too sharp to accommodate larger buses.
