	Jill’s Garden Leaflets

Amending the artwork will cost an estimated additional £84.

RESOLVED: It was agreed that 6,000 leaflets be printed with an amendment to the leaflet to read “The group would welcome local, regional and business sponsors to continue their ongoing projects”.

           Discussion took place around purchasing three more basket trees for 


three grassed areas in Worle. Two grassed areas at Dartmouth Close   


belonged to North Somerset housing and permission from the land 


owner to install basket trees had been received. 

North Somerset Council owns the grassed area at the junction of Bideford road and the Leisure and Community Officer was still awaiting permission. She had arranged for all areas to have utility checks at £45 per area but this would take up to six weeks for completion.
