	 Apologies for Absence

	Notes of the Previous Meeting – 24th April 2007 
The minutes were agreed. 



	3.
	Donkey Structure at Dawson’s Island. 
Nathan Bennett addressed the Working Party and explained the various structures that could be created. Illustrations of various structures were passed round for members to view. 

RESOLVED: The Working Party agreed to have a modern structural donkey. It was suggested that a competition be launched nearer the time to ‘name the donkey’ which would gain publicity and possibly sponsorship.

	Budget 
An indicative income and expenditure forecast for 2007/2008 was provided with orders that had been made taken into account. (See appendix A attached). 

The Town Centre Manager mentioned that £5,000 had been taken out of the income section (which was for the sub group target for fundraising) and that watering was now budgeted for £3,000.

Mrs Thompson addressed that a meeting would be taking place on at 10am on Thursday 24th May at Madeira Cove – to meet up at the café.

	Floral’ Seat outside Lloyds (Worle High Street) 

The Leisure and Community Officer explained that the seat had been ordered and was awaiting delivery. 

6.1            Transportation of Pebble Planters

The Chairman reported back and explained that the x2 pebble planters outside Lloyds TSB had now been moved to uphill and were already planted up. The Leisure and Community Officer informed everyone that she had received a message from Ken Burrell of the Uphill Village Society explaining that they were very happy with the location of the planters.

	Fire Station – 6 Hanging Baskets 

The Leisure and Community Officer informed everyone that a representative from the fire station had visited Grove House and dropped off baskets and troughs to be planted up. The Fire station had agreed to pay for the planting if we could arrange it. The baskets were unfortunately quite rusty so did plan to purchase 6 new ones at £3 each. She had visited the location for where the baskets would be erected. They would be going in 2 X 3 tier planters. The planters were quite weak and required painting which the fires station had agreed to do. The holes in the planters were measured but the measurements were not the same size as the baskets that Boverton Nurseries had available and it was too late to order more baskets and to get them planted up.   

The Chairman stated that this should be looked at in more depth for next year. 

RESOLVED: The Chairman, Mr and Mrs Filer agreed to voluntarily plant up the Fires Station’s remaining 6 hanging baskets.

	Roundabout at Nut Tree 

8.1            Name for the boat

The Chairman explained that the Leisure and Community Officer had submitted a method statement and now received permission to begin work to the roundabout; work was planned for that weekend. 

The Chairman informed everyone that blue slate was being delivered to the roundabout at 8.15 a.m. that Saturday morning. The slate had been obtained at a better price than in the past. 

The Leisure and Community Officer would request 2 x ground staff to be there to assist with the boat and soil. 

RESOLVED: The boat would be called ‘Endeavour’ and the Leisure and Community Officer would arrange for the name and logo to be displayed. 

Mrs Thompson exited at 2.30 p.m. 

Due to Bert and Cynthia having to leave early, agenda item 16 was brought to item 9.

	The North Star (train), Alexandra Parade.

Bert mentioned that he would like to enlarge the border around the train and put a small fence up with a small sign. The Working Party was in agreement. 



	10.
	Watering of Flower Power Projects 

The Chairman thanked both the Town Centre Manager and his assistant Ms Tucker for obtaining the watering quote from Connaught. 

He explained that he and the Leisure and Community Officer had now met with Connaught and had also received their risk assessment and method statement; watering was planned to begin (week commencing) 4th June 2007.

	Police Station’s Hanging Baskets  

The hanging baskets had been planted up and were due to arrive with the others on the morning of 4th June 2007. 

The Town Centre Manager had received permission for the hanging baskets to be erected at the Police Station and arrangements were being put in place.

	Sensory Garden Opening – Members to report back 

Mr Webber thanked everyone including the retired Town Mayor, Councillor Mrs Howell for obtaining funding for the garden. 

Members had attended the official opening earlier that day and were pleased with the results. 

The Town Centre Manager asked whether there would be any Braille for the blind to work out which flowers they could smell. Mr Webber informed the Town Centre Manager that Jo from Trebble Landscapes was writing up a plan in the next few weeks for leaflets to be made in Braille. 



	13.
	Transportation of 2  X 3 tier planters for Weighbridge Hut  + 10 hanging baskets 
The Leisure and Community Officer was awaiting a quote from Towens. She thought it would cost approx £300. 

RESOLVED: To proceed with the transportation with Towens if the cost was inline with estimates. 



	14.
	Milton Rise Sign

Mr Brown had now received another quote for the erection of the sign. Mr Brown passed around illustrations he had prepared. 

RESOLVED: The Working Party agreed to proceed with the preferable quote with Alpha Signs costing £160.20. This included the fixings and the fitting of the sign. 

It was noted that the sign was at Milton Brow and not Milton Rise. 

Mr and Mrs Filer exited at 2.50 p.m.



	15.
	Pebble Planters (12 X Seafront, 3 X Odeon) – date of North Somerset Council’s planting 

Mr Webber would find out when planting was due to take place and would email the Leisure and Community Officer the following day to let her know. 

A receipt was received for £26 which should be payable to the W-s-M Horticultural Society.

The Leisure and Community Officer was concerned that she had not heard back from Mr Bolt re the judging criteria as well as the other entries the Flower Power Working Party could enter for the South West in Bloom competition despite chasing Mr Robert Bolt. She would chase him again. 

The Leisure and Community Officer suggested that a small Working Party get together to discuss the judging route for South West in Bloom. 

It was agreed that Mr and Mrs Filer, Jenny Gosden, Richard Knowles and the Leisure and Community Officer would meet to discuss the judging route. Mr Webber would advise what areas in W-s-M North Somerset Council would like to be shown. 

Mr Webber exited at 3.00 p.m.

Jenny exited at 3.01 p.m. 

The Town Centre Manager suggested that Clare Hayes be asked if she would like to create the South West in Bloom booklet since the Mercury were supporting the Flower Power Initiative. 

The Leisure and Community Officer would arrange a feature to go in the Mercury after all Flower Power Projects had been installed. 

Councillor Kellaway-Marriot requested that another project be discussed and started as soon as possible. There were discussions of a possible plane or helicopter being used. Ms Williams mentioned that there was a helicopter on location at Barratts homes.
