	Youth Council Financial Report 
This was sent out with agendas. The Leisure and Community Officer explained that £22.67 was not meant to have been within expenditure from the Youth Council’s budget. The Finance Officer had rectified this and another copy was available at the meeting to view. 

The balance for the Youth Council’s budget at 30th November 2007 was £2,053.56. 

The balance for the Youth Grants Budget as at 30th September 2007 was £13,041.51. 

The Leisure and Community Officer explained to Youth Councillors that the £4,000 granted for T4 and £1,000 for Unsigned Music live was yet to be deducted from the Youth Grant’s Budget which equated to £8,041.51 available until April 2008 instead of the amount displayed as £13,041.51

	 Grants:
1. To note that £500 grant was approved by Policy & Finance for the Sea Cadets Noted.

2. Awaiting further information from O.T.T Drama Workshop as per Minute 9.2 from last meeting Krysia Cross had provided further Information on behalf of O.T.T Drama Workshop. It was agreed to defer this item until after 4.3 on the agenda.  

3. Funding required for disabled ramp for Barcode Youth Café.

  Information was sent out with agendas. 

Richard asked whether the Town Council had a legal requirement to provide disabled access to Barcode.

Gill asked what the criteria was for the ramp and requested more quotes be obtained to see if there were any preferential quotes to £18,000.  

Georgina suggested Barcode fundraise. 

Youth Councillors had concerns that if they allocated the remaining £8,000 required for the disabled ramp that there would be no funds available to allocate towards other grants until April 2008.  

RESOLVED: Proposed by Cameron, seconded by Gill and agreed that it be deferred until the next meeting when more detailed information was available.  

4. Awaiting further information from O.T.T Drama Workshop as per Minute 9.2 from last meeting Kreisha Crosse exited the meeting whilst Youth Councillors discussed her grant application.  

Cameron believed that the amount requested was for a good cause and that it was a little amount for what the money could help towards.

Youth Councillors discussed the grant in brief. 

RESOLVED: Proposed by Gill, seconded by Cameron and agreed that £1,000 be recommended to the O.T.T Drama group towards rent, mirrors, instruments, insurance and a storage box.
