	Youth Council Financial Report

Drafted information was available at the meeting. The Leisure and Community Officer explained that the drafted balance of the Youth Council’s budget was £2,928.40. The balance was yet to be approved by the Finance Officer.

	Roller Disco 

RESOLVED: Youth Councillors agreed that Mr Fletcher’s proposal sounded good but they were in agreement that he should research costs for skate hire and blades due to not everyone all owning a pair.

	To consider new youth council logo drawings by Lauren 
RESOLVED: This would be deferred to the next meeting due to Lauren’s absence. 



	71.
	Grants
i)       Axe District Scouts = £1,000 was previously required to put on an event to celebrate 100 years of Scouting

At the previous Youth Council meeting, no funds were recommended to be granted and it was agreed that a letter be written to ask how the event went and if they managed to find other funding for it to take place. 

A reply to the letter had now been received which had been sent out with agendas.  The letter stated that they were unable to secure any outside funding for their event and that they made a loss of approx £750.

Cameron had attended the event which had approx 2000 people. He expressed his disappointment that there was no small charge to people which would then have made a profit for the Scouting Association. 

RESOLVED: Proposed by Cameron, seconded by Harry and agreed that no funds be recommended to Axe District Scouts. 

ii)        Grant for new modern pool table - £1,500

Information was previously sent out with agendas. The Leisure and Community Officer clarified that the resolution for the Policy and Resources Committee was as follows: 

“It was RESOLVED at the Town Council’s Policy and Resources Committee (Min 250) that Councillors requested and agreed that the Youth Council be informed that as much as they wished them to make their own decisions regarding expenditure that alternative costings for hiring be explored as opposed to purchasing one for £1,500”. 

A report with background information was available at the meeting and the Youth Worker would be researching the hire costs for a pool table. 

The Leisure and Community Officer explained that she had received a verbal quote from a company called Bournville Automatics who had offered the hire of a new pool table for however long required. On the basis of one year with new cues and balls would cost £12 per week. Funds made from the pool table would go towards Barcode Youth Café’s income. 

This was debated at some length. 

RESOLVED: Proposed by Cameron, seconded by Ellie and agreed that more hire costs and purchase of pool tables be researched with illustrations and comparisons be made.

The Leisure and Community Officer informed Youth Councillors that a meeting date had now been arranged which unfortunately was during school time and that the date/time could not be changed.  Staff would be attending the meeting and would report back at the next meeting. 

The Youth Council were upset that those interested in the youth radio would not be able to attend the meeting. 

It was noted that Ellie was interested in becoming involved with the youth radio.

iii)  Book bar consultation 

The Youth Worker informed Youth Councillors that a meeting had been arranged for 3rd October 2007, 5 p.m. at Barcode. More volunteers were required to attend. 

It was noted that Matty, Ellie, Harry and Cameron were all interested in volunteering.
