The Leisure and Community Officer advised that there was £3108.41 within the Youth Council’s budget and £9,300.00 in the Youth Grants budget.

	Grant requests: 

i)                    Weston Arts Festival’s Punch & Judy 

Previous information had been sent out with agendas.

Ann Baber addressed the Youth Council in relation to requiring £180 to pay for Punch and Judy. Weston Arts Festival would be willing to display the Youth Council’s banner and that they would be more than welcome to attend the event. 

RESOLVED: Proposed by Harry Dempster, seconded by Cameron Beames and agreed that the Youth Council grant £180 for Punch and Judy from the Youth Council’s budget of £3,108.41. 

ii)                  Axe District Scouts 

Previous information had been sent out with agendas. A grant of £1,000 had been requested to hold an event to celebrate 100 years of Scouting. 

It was believed by some Youth Council members that this event had already taken place. 

RESOLVED:

Proposed by Harry Dempster, seconded by Cameron Beames and agreed that funds were not approved. 

ii)
It was agreed that a letter be written to ask how the event went and if they managed to find other funding for it to take place. 

iii)                W-s-M Sea Cadets 

Previous information had been sent out with agendas. A grant of £1,000 was required towards a new fire escape and emergency lighting and painting of pedestrian walkways. 

RESOLVED: It was noted that the date on the grant application form was August 2006. It was therefore agreed that a letter be written to the Sea Cadets to ask if they still require the funding after the form had been submitted a year previous.

	Barcode Matters:

i)                    Book Bar Consultation 

David Moger addressed the Youth Council in relation to the book bar happening at Barcode. He informed everyone that the title ‘Book Bar’ would change to ‘Head Space’ and that with the Book Bar; internet access would be available within Barcode. Mr Moger wanted input from young people to find out what books they preferred. 

RESOLVED: Gillian Crouch, Cameron Beames, Pearce Hendy, Chris Wood and Adam were interested in volunteering to help Mr Moger. The Leisure and Community Officer would find out if other Youth Councillors were also interested and names would be forwarded to the Barcode Manager.  

ii)                  Grant for new modern pool table - £1,500 

The Youth Worker informed everyone that she had researched this and found a silver retro pool table.

RECOMMENDED: Proposed by Cameron Beames, seconded by Harry Dempster and agreed that £1,500 be granted from the Youth Grant Budget. 

iii)                Friday party night – changing age group 11-15 

Cameron Beames informed members that he had attended the Barcode Management Board Meeting where this had been discussed. As there had been a drop in attendance, it was suggested that this was because of the age group being from 11 – 18 year olds. Therefore it had been suggested that parents would be re-assured of their 11-15 year olds to be comforted to allow their youngsters to attend that Fridays be for 11-15 year olds only. 

Chris Wood did not think that many fifteen year olds would attend. 

RESOLVED: The Youth Council agreed that that this idea should be tried. 

iv)                New member for management board

A new member was required to sit on this board. Since there were no volunteers, other Youth Councillors would be asked. 

v)                  Provision of ‘Youth Radio’ 

This had been deferred from the last meeting.

The Leisure and Community Officer asked for Youth Councillors names who would be interested in sitting on a Working Party to discuss this further with DJ Ian Downs (Star 107.7FM). 

RESOLVED: Cameron Beames, Matty Pople, Mike Ritchie (nominated), Harry Dempster, and Gillian Crouch sit on the Working Party and meet with Ian Downs.

Cameron Beames & Gillian Crouch
Cameron and Gillian reported back and informed Youth Councillor’s who they had met and whose signatures they had obtained.

The Youth Worker also informed everyone that she had managed to obtain all signatures on a T-shirt. The Youth Council banner had also been displayed. 

It was noted that this event was a great success once again and Youth Councillors had even managed to have their picture taken by the Mercury wearing their Youth Council t-shirts. 

The Chair read out a letter from the Clerk to Portishead Town Council in relation to her request for young people to provide feedback regarding a lack of public transport in the evenings to and from the Mall at Cribbs Causeway. 

It was understood that the last bus back to Portishead from the Mall was 7.00 p.m. Young people had asked if it would be possible for a bus to be provided that came back at 9 p.m. and possible another at 11 p.m. Portishead Town Council have requested for the X25 bus service at 8.40 p.m. from Weston-super-Mare that currently terminates a Clevedon to be extended on to The Mall. It would then provide a late evening return service to Portishead, Clevedon and Weston-super-Mare. 

RESOLVED: The Youth Council were all in agreement that this extended bus service was a good idea. Youth Councillors also thought that the current bus charges for under sixteen year olds were too expensive and should be lowered.  

Councillor Mrs Pilgrim suggested that Joshua McTaggart (Youth Parliament) be informed of the Youth Council’s feedback. 

Councillor C. Howell mentioned that a Health day was being organised by North Somerset Council for youngsters to discuss various issues such as sexual health etc. He would forward the date as soon as he knew when it was.
