	YC Financial Report

A report was available at the meeting. It was noted that the grants for £500 for band equipment and £200 for Shooting Stars should come out of the Youth Projects Fund. Therefore, the Youth Council balance was £3112.85. See attached. 

The Youth Grant Budget was £16,000.

	Provision of Youth Radio 

At the previous meeting, youth radio was discussed and Youth Councillors were in favour of the idea. 

Ian Downs from Star 107.7FM explained two options which were available to them: 

1)     To have a temporary license (restricted service) during the summer holidays to broadcast for thirty days. This would be quite expensive and require planning permission. 

2)      Internet radio which would be broadcasted constantly every day 

 all year round in  areas in W-s-M. There was a small charge 

per year. Star 107.7 FM would support this idea. 

RESOLVED: The Youth Council agreed that they would prefer option two – the internet radio option. 

Councillor Horler suggested that that a Working Party be created to concentrate on developing the idea. This will be put on future agendas.

	 Involvement with the Book bar 

The Barcode Events Manager explained that the book bar was an action by the library services to try and get the youth to use their services. A library section would be made within the youth café. Books were available to buy and Youth Councillors were encouraged to see what goes on. It appeared that Barcode was one of the first venues in the country to launch the idea. Volunteers were required to man the book bar. 

RESOLVED: Matty, Luke, Cameron, Gill offered their help and was asked to chat to the Events Manager. 
 
Grant Requests: 

57.1 T4 on the beach – 22nd July 2007 

Previous information had been sent out with the agenda.

Harry enquired what specifics the £4,000 would fund. Darran Mason and Luci Hortop explained that more people would be attending the event which meant that there would be higher policing, medical, park and ride, and waste management costs. The Youth Council would also receive ten golden circle tickets and two press passes. Town Council logo would appear on publicity. 

It was noted that the Youth Council banner was displayed last year. Luci Hortop agreed to choose the location together with a Youth Councillor for the banner to be displayed this year. The Youth Council were welcome to have a stand also. 

The Youth Worker requested more golden circle tickets since there were 31 Youth councillors. Luci Hortop said she would try her hardest to get more. 

RESOLVED:  It was agreed to recommend £4,000 from the Youth Projects Fund for T4 on condition that the Youth Council banner was displayed. 

57.2 Young Showcase at the Blakehay  


Previous information had been sent out with the agenda.

The Town Clerk addressed the Youth Council and explained that an event was taking place at the Blakehay where youngsters were invited to prove they have a talent. For those who perform, t-shirts would be given which state ‘I proved it’. £1,000 was required to pay for the t-shirts and publicity. 

Volunteers were required to help out at the events. 

RESOLVED: It was agreed to recommend £1,000 from the Youth Projects Fund.

57.3 ‘Unsigned Music Live 2007’ 


Previous information had been sent out with the agenda. 

£1,000 had been requested for the above event. Luci Hortop explained that the event would be a joint project with Joe Malik. It would run from 12 noon until 7 p.m. in Grove Park which hoped to be on 4th August 2007.  The Youth Council would be able to have its banner and maybe an after show could be arranged at Barcode.

The Barcode Events Manager stated that there were problems the previous year due to the event clashing with an event at Barcode. 

Luci mentioned that the event hoped to be bigger and better than the previous year. The funding was required to pay for the stage and PA. 

The possibility of serving soft drinks was discussed. 

RESOLVED: The Youth Council agreed to recommend £1,000 from the Youth project Fund for the event.
