Housing in Defined Villages (Policy H/7v) Supplementary Planning  Document (Deferred from previous meeting)
The consultation draft had been forwarded to Ward Members for Uphill on 24th March for comment. The Chairman stated that as no comments had been received that the Planning and Transportation Committee assume that the document met with the Ward Members satisfaction.

Weston-super-Mare Tourist Information Centre 
 The development brief had been previously circulated to all Members of the Town Council before the meeting.
The Committee were in favour of the overall concept of the scheme, however the size and scale of the building was considered too dominant for the area.  It was suggested that a single storey development would be more appropriate and in-keeping with the new seafront.  In addition it was highlighted that an additional catering establishment would detract form existing seafront businesses.

Travel Plans – Consultation on Supplementary Planning Documentary (SPD) Draft
