	To receive notification of Disabled Parking Bays Applications

The Committee noted the up to date list of current applications, (Appendix B) which was available at the meeting. 
Verbal and written reports were provided by Councillors Mrs Priestman, Purnell and Mrs Willis

A general discussion was held regarding the merits of applications received for bays which were intended for the use of persons other than the applicant.  In these cases it was deemed that bays would not be approved unless the applicant was a car user with insufficient driveway facilities of their own and requiring 7 day a week disabled parking provision.
RESOLVED:  
1) 12 Mansfield Avenue – The Committee voted in favour of objecting to the application on the grounds that the applicant was not a car user and there was sufficient drop kerbing and double gates at the property to enable the applicant to be picked up and dropped off on their own property without having a designated bay.
2) 8 Woodcliff Rd – Objection - The Committee were very mindful of the circumstances of the applicant but voted in favour of objecting to the application on the grounds that the application was intended for the use of someone else other than the applicant and not required 7 days a week.
3) To forward the notification of objection or no objection to North Somerset Council’s Disabled Parking Bay Department.
