Prior to the commencement of the meeting Mr. Crane a resident of Park Place addressed the Committee with regard to the Water Park situated at Park Place. He explained that the residents of Park Place were suffering from the antisocial behaviour that the park was attracting at unsociable hours of the night. The police had been contacted on various occasions but they were unable to do anything. Mr. Crane requested the Council to organise some secure fencing on the site, deterring access once the park was closed, to look into an admission charge, reducing the opening hours of the park and employing a full time warden/representative to control the park.
Also prior to the commencement of the meeting, the Chairman introduced Amy Hurst of CSDAT (Community Safety Drug Action Team) and invited her to address the Committee regarding the Community Payback Scheme. Amy explained what the Community Payback Scheme entailed and how the Town Council could link with them. They had recently improved the structure of the services and would be working to a new programme commencing on 27th August 2010. This was an open invitation for the Town Council to suggest projects for the Community Payback Scheme workers to undertake. Amy suggested that a structure with a point of contact was needed for her to be able to deal with the Town Council’s requests effectively. The Chairman thanked Amy for addressing the Committee and informed that the Town Clerk would be in contact.

	Park Place Water Play Area
The Town Clerk’s report had been previously circulated with the agenda.
The Town Clerk reported that the Water Park had been extremely busy since its opening and had been a great success. The Town Council had received a variety of compliments, suggestions and complaints regarding the park, which were all being recorded.
Temporary toilets were installed on the day of the opening and at present there are 5 toilets on the site. The provision of toilets needs to be discussed by the Town Council.

Councillors’ ideas on generating some financial revenue from the Water Play Park were needed.

Councillors highlighted and were pleased with the quick response to the repair of the wall.

The following ideas were raised and decided upon by Councillors:

Wall space for advertising
Councillors were of the opinion that this could look tacky and encourage graffiti.

RESOLVED: To not pursue the idea of advertising on the Water Park walls.

Request from the Concessionaire for a Doughnut Stand 
RESOLVED: That permission for a doughnut stand be granted at an extra cost negotiated by the Town Clerk.
Request from the Concessionaire for a Hog Roast
RESOLVED: To not pursue permission for a Hog Roast stand at this stage, but to be discussed with the concessionaire at a later date.
Marquees
RESOLVED: To not pursue the idea of having marquees on the site.

Charging Admission
RESOLVED: 
1.  That the Town Clerk would actively explore the avenues of charging admissions to the water park and report back at the next Community Services Committee meeting.

2.  That the Town Clerk would investigate the matter of whether an adult had to accompany a child to enter the Water Play Park.

Self funding toilets 
RESOLVED: That the Town Clerk would explore the possibility of self funding toilets and report back at the next Community Services Committee meeting.

Councillors requested the Town Clerk to contact the police regarding the reported antisocial behaviour at the Water Park and obtain an understanding about how to manage this. Councillors also enquired as to why the bike racks had not been installed, after a request for installation had been made.
