	National Grid Hinkley Point Connection Project Update

The Town Clerk’s report had been previously circulated with the agenda. 
Although the work would not affect Weston super Mare it would still be visible.

The Town Clerk reported that National Grid were due to produce new papers setting out costs of various options and there would be a new consultation next year.

Councillor Mrs. Willis had attended two National Grid meetings and had not had the opportunity to put forward her views. Community Forums were being set up and she was concerned that surrounding Parishes had not been consulted. Councillor Mrs. Willis asked that the Town Council write to National Grid and ask if Weston-super-Mare Town Council was included on their list for consultation.

It was confirmed that Weston-super-Mare Town Council had been consulted and communication had been received by the Planning & Transportation Committee, where a response was submitted to National Grid on behalf on the Town Council.
