	Consideration of Projects and Grant Opportunities
The Development Officer’s report had been previously circulated with the agenda.
The Town Clerk highlighted item 3 of the report ‘Life Trail’.
Councillor Mrs. Priestman reminded the meeting of the Minutes of the Community Services Committee Meeting held on 8th February 2010, reference minute number 492.2, which stated  that the sum of £10,000 be included in earmarked reserves for 2010/2011 and a time limit of September 2010 be stipulated for spending the money. This needed to be reviewed. 
The Chairman highlighted item 6 of the report ‘People’s Millions’ and informed that the Town Council could receive a possible £50,000 in funding towards the children’s section of the Memorial Garden in the Cemetery. This would officially go to press on 27th October 2010 and would be broadcasted on the TV week commencing 22nd November 2010. Filming on site would be taking place on a date yet to be confirmed.
The Town Clerk emphasised that this information was strictly private & confidential until 27th October 2010 as stipulated by the People’s Millions terms and conditions. 

The Responsible Financial Officer highlighted items 4 and 5 ‘Children In Need application, Reaching Communities, Youth Music’ and ‘Veolia Grant’ of the report to the meeting.

	Community Show/Armed Forces Day 2011

Councillor Mrs. Priestman advised that the Weston In Bloom Working Party had discussed running the Community show as a one day event incorporating a Harvest theme, in September 2011 possibly in Grove Park. 

The Town Mayor reported that the date for the Armed Forces Day 2011 event is set by Government for the 25th June and that it would also be run as a one day event. The Beach Lawns was not an ideal venue to host the event as the ground was very uneven. North Somerset Council had confirmed that the ground could not be levelled because of the rare plants that were there. Possible other locations were being looked into i.e. Baytree Recreation Ground.
Councillor Mrs Willis highlighted her concerns over the parking problems at Baytree Recreation Ground and suggested seeking permission from the two surrounding churches for parking.
