	Matters for Consideration

a) Minerals Core Strategy Consultation - To consider the Town Council’s response.
Councillor Mrs. Holder’s report had been previously circulated with the agenda and the Committee discussed and agreed the Town Council’s response on each point as follows:

1) There was agreement that a mechanism should be  in place to help match the policies and decisions relating to the provision of local stone buildings.
2) It was agreed that the use of local building stone was not recognised as part of Somerset’s heritage as much as it should be.
3) The amount of local stone needed over the next 15years was dependent on how many new builds there would be in a given period.
4) Local Somerset and UK sourced stone should be used in preference to imported stone and should be sourced by deepening existing quarries where possible.
5) It depend on the locations, whether preference should be given to the use of smaller local quarries or fewer larger quarries, when supplying the countries needs.

6) The carbon footprint was a very important consideration when washing and transporting local building stone.

RESOLVED: That the report be received and the Committee’s comments be submitted to Somerset County Council.
