Water Park Toilets and Fencing

The Chairman advised that the water element of the park had not been on over the weekend as planned, due to a technical problem.
The Senior Groundsman and Development Officer explained that the chemical levels in the water were not reading right and that a part/wire was awaited from the contractors to rectify this. The Development Officer informed that she had been chasing the contractors for the part and would continue to do so.

The Senior Groundsman advised that once the Water Park was running during peak seasons, the water would need to be shut off for a period of half an hour to let the water chemical levels build up. The Facilities Manager needed to take this into account and organise for this to be supervised and advertised properly.

The Development Officer left the meeting at 8.00 p.m.

	Self Management Redpits and Kewstoke Allotment Sites
