	Notes of the Previous Meeting – 20th March 2007 
Noted and agreed 

	1.
	Donkey Structure at Dawsons Island. 

Mr Knowles informed the Working Party that North Somerset Council had planned to install basket trees in the proposed location for the donkey structure.

Ms Pearce explained that she hoped something could still be done at Dawsons Island and would check with Steve Passey. 

Ms Pearce exited the meeting at 11.13 p.m. to make a telephone call. 

It was mentioned that the garage near Dawsons Island should be asked if they would like to sponsor the structure. 

Ms Pearce arrived back into the meeting at 11.16 p.m. 

Ms Pearce informed everyone that after speaking to Steve Passey, the donkey structure could now be installed at Dawsons Island. 

RESOLVED: The ‘standing’ donkey structure be installed at Dawsons Island with panniers and a flower basket/trough.

	Budget 
An indicative income and expenditure forecast for 2007/2008 was provided with orders that had been made taken into account. (See appendix A attached). 

This report was noted and agreed. 

Mr Brown provided receipts for: 

         2 Oak Trees outside Paddock Park = £90.00 

         Rockery plants for North Face of Floral Clock, Alexandra Parade = £18.88 

         3 X standard Roses for Rose Garden (with 10%) = £59.37 

Total = £168.25  

It was agreed by the Working Party that Mr Brown be reimbursed for £168.25. 


               


	3.
	Sub Groups to report back

         Development Sub Group 

This group would now cease after an indicative income and expenditure forecast for 2007/2008 had now been developed. 

         Sponsorship Sub Group 

Minutes of the last meeting on 18th April 2007 had been sent out with agendas and recommendations were agreed. 

The Leisure and Community Officer explained that since the meeting she and Mr Townsend had produced a drafted Flower Power leaflet which explained what would be offered to businesses if they sponsored Flower Power projects.  Members were asked for their comments. 

RESOLVED: To erase the figure of £1,000 within the drafted leaflet and that businesses chose on whether they wanted to donate a certain amount of funds for 1, 2 or a 3 year period. 

         Madeira Cove Sub Group 

The Leisure and Community Officer would chase the leader Viv Thompson on whether there were any developments. 



	4.
	‘Flower’ Seat outside Lloyds (Worle High Street) 

Permission had now been received from the Highways department at North Somerset Council for the seat to be installed. 

RESOLVED: Proceed with purchase of the Urbanscape PPS2 Watering Planter Seat at a cost of £369.00 to be placed outside Lloyds Bank in Worle high street.

6.1        To decide on where the Pebble Planters should be moved to (Whitecross  

            Rd /Uphill)? 

Both Whitecross Road and Uphill locations for planters were discussed. 

It was agreed to keep one planter and it was put to the vote which colour planter should be kept. All were in favour of the dark green pebble planter, one against. The vote was carried. 

RESOLVED:  

i)                    That the dark green pebble planter be kept and moved slightly at Lloyds to make room for the floral seat.

ii)                  That the other two planters be moved to Uphill at their request on condition they pay the transportation cost of £300 which the Leisure and Community Officer had received verbally from Towens


	5.
	Roundabout at Nut Tree
Mr Knowles reported back that it was imminent that the boat was being delivered to Rectors Way so it could be progressed and then installed onto the roundabout.  

Mr Townsend suggested that the press be informed of all projects and that the Working Party request the £500 from the Nut Tree as soon as possible. 

Mr Knowles informed everyone that he had a contact to obtain a second boat if required in the future. 



	6.
	Maintenance and Watering Quotes 

The Leisure and Community Officer had received two quotes to date, one was still outstanding. One quote for watering three times a week was £5,500.00, the other was watering three times a week at £11,520.00. 

Mr Townsend announced that he now received a quote back from Connaught which was for £55 per day. Based on an approximate for watering from end of May – September for three times a week (for 50 days) was £2,750.00. 

If any planters or hanging baskets were added after the order had been placed, this shouldn’t affect the cost of £55 per day charged. 

RESOLVED: It was agreed by the Working Party to proceed with the quote received from Connaught for watering three times a week at £2,750.00.  



	7.
	Police Station Floral Arrangements/Hanging Baskets 
Mr Townsend explained that he had met with Vanessa from the Police Station and that they had agreed to have 10 hanging baskets. 

The Leisure and Community Officer informed the Working Party that she had received a quote from Boverton Nurseries for purchasing and planting of an additional 10 X 16’ wire baskets which was £210.00. It was noted that brackets were not included but that the Leisure and Community Officer had a contact for them. 

RESOLVED: To purchase and plant up X 10 hanging baskets for the Police Station at a cost of £210.00. 



	8.
	Planting up of 40 Hanging Baskets & Purchase & Planting of 15 extra Hanging Baskets for the Basket Trees (seafront) 

It was noted that since 40 previous hanging baskets were at Boveton nurseries, an order for planting needed to progress quickly. An order had been placed for planting up 40 hanging baskets and for the purchase and planting up of 15 extra 16’ deep for the three basket trees to go on the grass on the seafront near the water fountain.  The cost was noted at £835.00



	9.
	Weston Magistrates Court/Pedestrian Islands Opposite 
Mr Knowles explained that we had received a possible go ahead from the Highways department for installing troughs on one of the pedestrian islands opposite the Magistrates Court. The Highways department had concerns at to how the troughs would be watered. 

RESOLVED: Costs for troughs to fit onto pedestrian fencing be researched. 



	10.
	Sensory Garden Opening Date 

This had been arranged by North Somerset Council to take place on 22nd May at 12.15 p.m. A small lunch reception would be at Grove House afterwards. 

The Town Mayor expressed her disappointment that the opening had not been earlier since it was the Flower Power Working Party that had recommended having a reception afterwards and that on 22nd May, she would no longer be Town Mayor.  

It was agreed that the next Flower Power Meeting was on 22nd May. 

RESOLVED: It was agreed that the Flower Power Meeting be at 1.30 p.m. and that lunch be served in conjunction with the Sensory Garden opening prior to the Flower Power meeting. 



	11.
	Planting up of 2 X 3 tier planters by Weighbridge Hut  (Alexandra Parade) and 10 hanging baskets
Since the William Knowles Centre was storing the planters and 10 hanging baskets, the Leisure and Community Officer had requested a quote from them to plant them up with the colours agreed for this year. The quote received was for £120. This included: 

         100 Surfininia plants

         50 Portulaca plants

         30 Plectranthus plants 

         75 mixed bedding plants

         5 bags of compost 

RESOLVED: It was agreed to pay £120 for the William Knowles Centre to plant up 10 hanging baskets and two three tier planters. 



	12.
	South West in Bloom Entry 
It was noted that Weston had now been entered into the Neighbourhood category for Large Towns. The Leisure and Community Officer was still awaiting further information for other award categories to enter as well as the judging criteria. 



	13.
	Blue Skies Sponsorship 

Bert mentioned that last year, the presentation awards were done too late in October. 

RESOLVED: 

i)
The Working Party agreed to pay £200 sponsorship. 

ii) 
It was recommended that Luci be invited to the next meeting due to there being some confusion by several people over the Blue Skies sponsorship and Flower Power. 



	14.
	Milton Rise Sign – Mr Brown 

Since finding out that North Somerset Council now owned the land instead of North Somerset Housing, Mr Brown had received an email from Ian Edsar (North Somerset Council) informing him that he could progress with restoring the sign subject to some conditions. Mr Brown had obtained one quote from in November 2006. 

RESOLVED: Two more quotes are obtained for the restoration to the sign. The budget was £300. 



	15.
	Pebble Planters (12 X Seafront, 3 X Odeon) NSC to plant up? 
RESOLVED: North Somerset Council agreed that they would be planted these up and Weston Town Council would water. 

Mr Knowles read out a letter that had been sent to the Leisure and Community Officer from the Weston Arts Festival regarding an annual Art in the Garden Festival.  It was being held at Stoberry Park, Wells.  There was a Spring Garden Open Day on 29th April (cost prebooked £6.50, £8 on day) with the main event being held 15/16/17 June.

There were three evening events in June: Big Band Evening on 15th, Operatic Cabaret on 16th and A Question of Gardening on 17th. Tickets for the gardening event were £10 and include a glass of wine and canapés. 

There being no further business, the Chairman closed the meeting.
